Gli operatori avrebbero potuto portare a conoscenza dei propri piloti le procedure
descritte in tale cartografia e garantire con lettera scritta che tale action sia stata
compiuta entro il 30 novembre 2018.

In tale maniera gli operatori si assicuravano la possibilita di eseguire operazioni LVP
prima del 28 febbraio (gia da Dicembre 2018....) ed evitare antieconomici
dirottamenti con le relative conseguenze operative dei propri voli.

Da quello che sappiamo parte degli operatori non hanno informato i propri piloti e
non potendo operare in LVP prima del 28 febbraio, alcuni voli sono stati costretti a
dirottare o essere cancellati.

We try to clarify its meaning.

The Airport Management Company, Toscana Aeroporti, in coordination with ENAC
and Aeronautica Militare, has drawn up and brought to the attention of the Operators
the cartography / documentation necessary to start LVP procedures.

This amendment will be published on AIP with the AIRAC 3/2019 cycle ( effective from
February 28, 2019).

The operators should have brought to the attention of their pilots the procedures
described in this cartography and guarantee with a written letter that this action was
carried out by November 30, 2018.

In this way the operators ensured the possibility of carrying out LVP operations before
February 28th (as of December 2018 ...) and avoid uneconomic diversions with the
relative operational consequences of their flights.

From what we know some of the operators did not inform their pilots and not being
able to operate in LVP before February 28th, some flights were forced to divert or be

cancelled.
